High jumping procedure:

A machine designed for the specific test will be used.  

After a red flag signal of the referee, each competitor and/or team member has sixty (60) seconds for each item in order to pre-judge the distance – compulsory and no touch allowed, followed by the attempt to move the board. 

An L-Stand forearm guarding block ready posture must be adopted before and after the attempt to move the board.

Referees may disallow a break for failure to maintain the following:

· Correct balance and posture throughout technique.

· Correct attacking tool in the correct manner.

Referees must examine each board before each attempt.  

Each fully moved board will count as two (2) points and each half moved board will count as one (1) point. 

The four highest scores will set 1st, 2nd, and two (2) 3rd place winners.
7. Competitors – Team Competition Entrance fees:

· Individuals: € 60,00

· Teams: € 50,00

· Team Pre Free Arranged Sparring: free of charge

8. Changes

Entry Changes

Please note that changes to entries made after the 3rd deadline will incur a charge of € 20 each. Once a competitor has entered an event(s) no refunds will be given if the competitor decides to withdraw from an event(s).

Weigh-In

At the registration day Wednesday October 20th, 2010 and Thursday October 21st 2010, if any competitor has not made their weight they will be disqualified from that event.

9. Coach

Must wear either a training suit or a T-shirt and pants and running shoes while coaching.

Only one (1) coach of a country is allowed entering the coaching zone at the same time.

Only the coach can present an official protest.

10. Umpires

The organization committee shall cover a 6 days/5 nights hotel accommodation from Wednesday October 20th, 2010 to Monday October 25th, 2010 to ITF Qualified Umpires from 4th degree and above.

Umpires shall be accommodated in the Umpire hotel.

 Attention:

· Extra days are to be paid by the indicated Umpires. 

· Umpires shall share a double room accommodation. 

· Those wishing a single room accommodation shall pay the difference of Euro 25,00 per day.

11. Insurance

The Organizer Committee is not responsible for any injuries. All participants should have full insurance coverage for accident.
12. Visa

The organizing Committee will inform the Slovak Embassies and Consulates about the Open European Cup. If you need a visa you must contact the Slovak Embassy or Consulate in your country. In case of any problems please contact the Organizing Committee.
